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Taking a walk on the sea-side promenade around the Old Town is an experience not to 
be missed. It offers a blend of history, the Mediterranean experience and unforgettable 
sea views. 
The promenade is ideal for leisurely walks, relaxation and getting to know the authentic 
spirit of Primošten.
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Old Town - Lungomare Promenade

Our Lady of Loreto Lookout
Our Lady of Loreto Lookout is situated on top of hill Gaj, overlooking Primošten. It 
offers spectacular views of Primošten, the surrounding islands, the Šibenik - Knin 
archipelago, Bucavac vineyards and Kremik Marina.
In the middle of the lookout stands the 17 metre high statue of Our Lady of Loreto, 
the patroness of Primošten.
The lookout is a modern tourist attraction with ample parking, coach access, a café 
and a souvenir shop. In summer, it is the venu for concerts and other events. 

The Bucavac Vineyards are a remarkable example of harmonious 
coexistence of people and nature. Cultivated in rocky terrain, Bucavac 
has become known worldwide as a winegrowing oasis. The uniqueness 
of these vineyards lies in their visual identity, the traditional stonewalling 
techniques, indigenous Babić grapes and the exceptional wines that 
bear the distinct character of the region.
Bucavac is not merely vineyards; it is a living monument to perseverance, 
tradition and love of land.

Bucavac Vineyards

Raduča Chapel is one of the twelve preserved 
votive chapels in the Parish of Primošten. 
Votive chapels in Primošten are made of stone 
and were built by individuals or families as an 
expression of gratitude and devotion.

Situated in the heart of town, Velika Raduča is the other one of Primošten’s 
two most famous beaches.
This spacious pebble beach stretches for about a kilometre and is surrounded 
by a pine forest that offers natural shade and a serene atmosphere during hot 
summer days.
Easily accessible, it is also adapted for children and visitors with special needs.

The Old Port in Primošten, simply known as 
“Porat,” is a naturally sheltered cove located in the 
southeastern part of the town. For centuries it was 
the busiest part of Primošten with fishing and other 
boats constantly coming, mooring, leaving.
There are about one hundred small piers in the port 
today and its beauty attracts numerous photography 
enthusiasts.

Saint Rocco’s Church in Primošten was built in the 17th century as a gesture of gratitude 
to Saint Rocco for protecting the town from the plague. Located close to the Old Town and 
Don Ivo Šarić Park, it is an important part of Primošten’s cultural and religious heritage.

This is the town’s most splendid green area and a peaceful oasis in the heart of Primošten.
The park is part of the promenade through the Old Town of Primošten and is a popular place for relaxing 
and spending time with friends. Cypresses and Mediterranean vegetation give it an air of calm and comfort.

This is one of the most familiar 
modern symbols of Primošten 
and it celebrates the town’s rich 
fishing heritage.
It shows two fishermen in a 
traditional boat, one standing at 
the bow, harpooning by the light 
of a lantern and the other, sitting 
and rowing.

Created in honour of generations of local 
fishermen, this monument has become 
an attraction offering stunning views of 
the Old Town and an ideal place for taking 
photos.
It shows an old fisherman inspecting his 
fishing nets to see if they need mending 
after he has taken out the day’s catch 
while his cat, lying curled at his feet, is 
patiently waiting for its dinner. 

This large floor mosaic, set on the 
renewed waterfront promenade, 
lies near the statue of the 
Primošten fisherman. 
Their proximity illustrates how 
important and closely bound 
they are in the Primošten fishing 
tradition and heritage. The Wind 
Rose symbolizes the fisherman’s 
bond with the sea and nature, 
and bears witness to his skill in 
navigating the open seas.

The first mention of a church at the top of the 
peninsula dates back to 1681.
The present church was rebuilt and enlarged 
in 1760. It is classified as a protected cultural 
monument and  is listed in the Croatian Register 
of Protected Cultural Properties.

Rudina Square is the historic and social heart of Primošten. 
Here the past meets the present in an aura of community spirit 
and local identity. It is a „must“ in every visitor’s itinerary and 
is the main stage for cultural events taking place in Primošten.

It was put up in tribute to generations of hardworking local peasants, especially those who worked 
on the famous Bucavac vineyards on the hill of the same name not far from the town of Primošten, 
and cutivated the Babić grapes from which a well-known and widely acclaimed red wine is made.

Located in the centre, Mala Raduča is one of Primošten’s two best-known 
and largest beaches. It is famous for its crystal-clear sea, wide range of 
amenities and stunning views of the Old Town peninsula.
Its inclusion in Europe’s ten most beautiful beaches in 2024 confirms its 
uniqueness and popularity.
